REMOTE CAPACITY

Remote capacity models provide means for delivering excess DC power (wattage) to additional emergency signage
and emergency lighting equipment during power outages. Any combination of remote lamp heads (refer to the
remote head section of this catalog) and other equipment such as Dual-Lite Exit Signs with the '-DC' remote
operation option (see LX, SE, LN4X or LED Series) may be added to the system as long as the total sum of the
remote equipment wattage does not exceed the rated wattage capacity of the source unit.

Example: the AS80 has 65.6 watts of available remote capacity (80 watts minus 14.4 watts (two standard 7.2w
integral lamp heads)). Any combination of remote lamp heads and exit signs (with the -DC option) may be added
up to the 65.6 watts of extra capacity.
